The guidelines include designs for five homes that
demonstrate these design features. They include
innovative approaches to design for people with
limited mobility.
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Circulation nodes: this house is planned around three circulation nodes.

Shorter corridors: corridors are shortened between circulation node
Access to rooms: directly from circulation nodes.
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Circulation in living rooms: direct connection between circulation nodes and wheelchair spaces.
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
