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Essential worker housing plans
on exhibition

We are progressing a staged
planning pathway to deliver our
vision for the former Sydney
Metro construction site at 607
Pacific Highway, Chatswood.

This ensures essential workers
can access secure housing

as soon as possible while we
continue concept planning for
the broader site, helping us to
understand how best to optimise
surplus government land for
future homes and public spaces.

The Department of Planning,
Housing and Infrastructure is
publicly exhibiting two applications
we submitted this month for

Stage 1 of the development:

* a Planning Proposal to rezone
the northeast portion of the
site, increasing the current
height limit from 18 storeys for a
23-storey build-to-rent building -
on exhibition until 15 April 2026

* a State Significant Development
Application to deliver the
build-to-rent building, providing
180 apartments for essential
workers to rent at a discount -
on exhibition until 15 April 2026.

We are continuing concept
planning for the broader site as
part of Stage 2 of the development,
guiding the design of future
buildings, streets and public spaces.

We aim to submit applications for
Stage 2 to the Department later in
2026. The Department will exhibit
the applications, allowing the public
to view the plans and technical
studies and submit feedback to
inform their assessment.

Pending approvals, early enabling
works are expected to start in
2026 and construction in 2027.
The build-to-rent apartments are
expected to be complete in late
2028 for the first essential workers
to move in.

Separate development applications
will need to be submitted for
approval before construction can
begin on other buildings.

Shore Hospital - one of Sydney’s
largest hospitals.
