Areas of park now open

Construction of the new four-hectare park at Wentworth Point

is progressing as efficiently as possible and we appreciate the
community’s ongoing patience and understanding. To provide the
community with access as soon as possible, we aim to open areas
of the park in stages as they're readly.

The shared active open space which opened to neighbouring
school students at the start of Term 1 this year is now open to
the community from 8am to 5pm on weekends during the school
term and every day during school holidays. These hours will be
updated in Term 4 to reflect daylight savings.

Community access to the active open space is via the new
local road and carpark east of Wentworth Point High School.
Scheduling for shared use arrangements of this space (e.g.
bookings by sporting groups) will be confirmed in the future.

Additional works should be signed off in the coming weeks and
the community can then access the:

shared pedestrian and cycle path, which improves access
around the peninsula and to the ferry wharf
fitness equipment along the waterfront shared path.

Park delivery timing

We recently finalised the design and construction program for
the last stage of works. Subject to weather, final approvals and
material delivery, we now expect all areas of the park, including
the playground, picnic areas and grass lawns, to be opened to the
public towards the end of the year. Some facilities or equipment
may need to be finished in the new year.
